The construction of a new four level, 102 room building is well underway at RMC. All rooms in the new building will have ensuites and half will
be self-catered with a new Conference Centre included. The title of the fundraising campaign, “Growing RMC", reflects the aim of this project to
expand the opportunity for the College to provide students with a well-rounded university experience. Here's a glimpse of the progress so far:

Turning of the first Sod

On Thursday 3 March 2011, a Turning of the First Sod ceremony
signified the commencement of construction of the new building.
In attendance were Mr Victor Dominello MP, Cr Ivan Petch
(Deputy Mayor of Ryde), Dr Peter Dodd (Deputy Vice-Chancellor
of Macquarie University) and Bishop Paul Barnett. Mr Dominello
spoke about the need for additional student accommodation in
the area, expressed his pleasure to be at the start of the project,
and congratulated the College on its aim to provide students with
a quality residential experience. As pictured, even the Office staff
helped with turning the first sod.

March

The builders wasted no time and
the very next day the Master’s
fence was “relocated”. The rest
of March was spent excavating
and drilling large holes for the
foundation’s pillars.
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In April the foundations of the
new ‘N”and “S” blocks began
to take shape. In addition, a
100,000L capacity retention
tank was built. This will collect
rainwater from the roof that
will be used to sustainably
irrigate the College grounds.
